Water Conservation is more important than EVER!!

No one need remind us of how serious drought
conditions are in our state. Please remember that
outdoor water use is restricted. Outdoor water use for
any purposes other than watering of plants, such as
power washing or washing cars, is still restricted to
watering codes in your town.

EVERY DROP COUNTS!
Watching Water Wasters in the Kitchen and Bathroom

THE TOILET

Check for toilet leaks by adding food coloring to the
tank. If the toilet is leaking, color will appear in the bowl
within 30 minutes. Check the toilet for worn out,
corroded, or bent parts. Avoid flushing the toilet
unnecessarily. Dispose of tissues, insects and other
similar waste in the trash rather than the toilet.

APPLIANCES

Unlike your dishwasher, the amount of water your
washing machine uses is adjustable; adjust according
to the load size. Look for water saving washing
machines and buy them. Install a hot water
recirculation device. By recirculating water that would
otherwise go down the drain, you can save 2-3 gallons
of water for each shower taken or 16,500 gallons a
year per household. Never install a water-to-air heat
pump or air conditioning system. Air-to-air models are
just as efficient and do not waste water. Install water-
softening systems only when necessary. Save water

and salt by running the minimum amount of regeni
erations necessary to maintain water
softness.

while shaving, washing your face, or
brushing your teeth.

THE KITCHEN

Minimize the use of kitchen sink

disposals; they require a lot of water to operate
properly. Start a compost pile as an alternate method
of disposing of food waste. Store drinking water in the
refrigerator rather than letting the tap run to get a cool
glass of water. Do not use running water to thaw meat
or other frozen foods. Defrost them overnight in the
refrigerator. When washing dishes by hand, fill one
sink or basin with soapy water. Quickly rinse under a
slow stream of water from the faucet. Use the dirty
water to run your sink disposal if necessary. Fully load
automatic dishwashers; they use the same amount of
water no matter how much is in them.
