Thanks for coming and making it special.  If you were unable to attend, try to 
come next year—we always have a good time visiting with each other.  Kay 
Chadwick, our new State President, and the Convention Chairmen are planning 
a wonderful Convention for 2007. 
 
You Georgia club women certainly outdid yourselves in contributing to the 
HouseBuild Project!  This project was started during the 2002-2004 
administration under the leadership of State President, Avernell Rogers, with 
Patty Hosea, Chairman, and Cynthia English, Co-Chairman.  The collections for 
this project continued on through the 2004-2006 administration, and after 
discussions with Avernell, Kay, and Patty, we requested that the Executive 
Committee approve for us to contribute the funds we had collected to the 
Mississippi Federation to go towards a Habitat House for a single mother in 
Mississippi since their state was so devastated from Katrina.  This request was 
approved and when we presented the amount to Judy Martin, President-Elect 
from Mississippi, on Saturday evening we had almost $19,000 to give her.  But 
Georgia’s members kept giving and pledging more and more for this project.  By 
the time Convention came to a close, we had almost $24,000 for the Mississippi 
project.  And contributions kept coming in the next week.  When Avernell, Kay, 
and I went to the Mississippi State Convention the next weekend, we carried a 
check for $32,000!!  In Mississippi it costs $32,000 to build a Habitat House.  
Georgia Federation has paid for an entire home for a single mother—and she 
has already been identified and work is about to begin on the house.  Thank you, 
Georgia club members!   
 
I have certainly enjoyed being President of Georgia Federation of Women’s 
Clubs the past two years.  I appreciate so very much all the support for both of 
my special projects.  The Heart Walk on the Beach and the Red Dress Banquet 
were both quite a success at Convention 2005 and we have all learned about 
heart disease and especially women’s symptoms of heart disease.  And who 
would have ever thought that we would have completed the Lipscomb Cottage 
Preservation and move our state office there.  It took every one of us together to 
accomplish this.  I was totally overwhelmed when 260 of you signed up to attend 
the Dedication in early April.  The cottage is a beautiful old treasure and I thank 
each of you for helping to complete this project.  The feeling that you get when 
you walk in the cottage is that we have finally come home—and what a beautiful 
home it is.  You are all a great group and I thank you from the bottom of my heart 
for all we have accomplished together these two past years.
